Expectations of Students
1. All students will be expected to practice regularly, completing designated assignments each week.  The goal is to develop successful practice habits, not to practice for a specific period of time.

2. Students’ lesson assignments will be written down at each lesson as a reminder for both students and parents. 
3. Parents of younger students are expected to review and sign the lesson for each week.
Expectations of Parents
1. Parents are encouraged to create an environment that will enable good practice and learning habits.  A designated practice space is necessary.  Each student should have a functioning music stand, adequate lighting in a space that is free from distraction.

2. Parents are encouraged to help their children attend extra-curricular music events as recommended by the teacher.
Necessary Materials

· Metronome (usually costs $15-20)
· Music Stand
· Music Books (purchased by the teacher or by the parent/student)
· Trumpet in good working order
· Valve Oil
· Trumpet Snake
· Slide Grease
· Music Dictionary
Payment and Scheduling
Current rates as of July 2007 (note: students taking lessons before this date will not be charged the rate increase)

Four 1-hour lessons per month = $160

Two 1-hour lessons per month = $95

***A monthly fee of $25 will be charged to households to which the instructor must drive.

· In the event that the teacher needs to reschedule a lesson, a makeup lesson will be scheduled or students will not be charged for that lesson.

· Parents are expected to notify the teacher at least 24 hours in advance of any change or cancellation of a lesson.  Every attempt will be made to schedule a make-up lesson.  Parents will be charged for the lesson if notice is made less than 24 hours in advance.  Exception: If a student is sick or has a family emergency, the lesson may be canceled at any time.
· Parents or students will be expected to over the cost of any sheet music the teacher deems necessary for the student’s learning.

Payment Due Dates
· Payment in full for all trumpet lessons will be due on the last lesson of each month.  This payment will cover lessons for the following month.  Note: Payments not made by the due date will incur a $10 late fee for each week the payment is late.  No exceptions.
· If a student is absent the last lesson of the month, he or she is responsible to mail a check for the following month’s lessons to John’s Home Studio:

· Payments sent via postal mail must be postmarked by the 1st date of the month in order to avoid a late fee.

Termination of Trumpet Lessons
If a student or parent wishes to terminate lessons, a 30-day notice must be given in order to avoid a payment penalty.  If a 30-day notice is not given, students will be charged the full monthly rate for the following month’s lessons.
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
